In addition, Dr. Peel is providing an overview of the  

entire New Testament from March through the month of May.  Each Sunday is a learning  

experience worth attending and stands on its own merit.  
 

 Both the Presbyterian Women of the Presbytery of the Western Reserve and the  

Men’s Club also have an educational component.  The Women’s Book Group provides time  

for women to discuss a book per month during the school year. The education team has helped 

to provide opportunities for children from pre-school through 6th grade. They have planned   

special activities for our children and their friends throughout the year. These include the  

Halloween Walk at Carlisle Reservation, the Children’s Christmas Program and Vacation Bible 

School.

Please contact Donna Ireland or Diane 

Medve and put your God-given talents to use, helping children learn about the Love of God. 
 

 Currently, I am providing a confirmation class for young adults 7-9th. If you have a young 

person in this age range who has not been participating in the class, please contact me soon.
