Dear Members and Friends

Congregations that approach financial stewardship from a biblical perspective do not view the money
Christians give to their church merely as a way to pay its bills. Rather, such congregations see financial
contributions as a way to help people grow spiritually in their relationship with God by supporting their
church’s mission and ministry with a percentage of their incomes.

Our congregation’s finance committee has selected the New Consecration Sunday Stewardship Program
as a way to teach the biblical and spiritual principles of generous giving in our stewardship education
emphasis this year.

New Consecration Sunday is based on the biblical philosophy of the need of the giver to give for his or
her own spiritual development, rather than on the need of the church to receive. Instead of treating
people like members of a social club who should pay dues, we will treat people like followers of Jesus
Christ who want to give unselfishly as an act of discipleship. New Consecration Sunday encourages
people toward proportionate and systematic giving in response to the question, “What percentage of my
income is God calling me to give?”

During morning worship on Consecration Sunday, we are asking our attendees and members to make
their financial commitments to our church’s missionary, benevolent, and educational ministries in this
community and around the world.

Every attendee and member who completes an Estimate of Giving Card does so voluntarily by attending
morning worship on Consecration Sunday. We urge people to attend who feel strongly opposed to
completing a card. The procedure is done in such a way that no one feels personal embarrassment if he or
she chooses not to fill out a card.

We will do no home solicitation to ask people to complete cards. During morning worship our guest
leader will conduct a brief period of instruction and inspiration, climaxed by members making their
commitments as a confidential act of worship.

We will encourage participation in Consecration Sunday events through the Consecration Sunday team
and Session members. Since we will make no follow-up visits to ask people to complete their cards, we
will make every effort to inform, inspire, and commit everyone to attend Consecration Sunday worship.

199006s. I n 1991 Bruce and
informing us that she and her husband had decided to
move to Ohio after five years in Florida where her

husband had grown up. Thus, Cindy, Jeff and
ninemonthold Colleen Watkins came to live with us late
that year.

They lived with us for six months while they
secured jobs and bought a house.

Our son and his wife had
two more children, and our daughter and her husband
had another child. Our son and his family were with us
more frequently because he and his sister had had a good

developed a closer relationship with our daughdem.

Early in 1993 my mother was experiencing repeated urinary tract infections and great disability due
a torn rotator cuff. While searching for the cause of the infections, the doctor happened to find a tumor in
her liver. Then after almost two months of searching, the doctors found the primary tumor in her lung and
she was started on chemotherapy. During all this time | spent six weeks in FL and came home after the
chemo had been started. Six weeks later, Mom called and informed me that the chemo was not working a
she was discontinuing it. However, she was very weak so | went to FL immediately and drove her up to Ol
to spend the summer with us. During the summer
disabled condition was not due to the cancer, but was due to her torn rotator cuff, so they did surgery and
repaired it. Also, during the three months she was with us, she got to spend lots of time with her
grandchildren and great grandchildren. Her health greatly improved, she went home in September and
resumed her very active life playing golf, bingo, cards and bowling for the next three years.

In October | went to Dayton, OH, where | was one of the Lorain County delegates to the Ohio
Nurses Association Convention. On OctobériMas in a meeting of the House of Delegates when | was
approached by an ONA staff member who told me that | had a visitor in the lobby. This sure confused me
since | knew no one in Dayton. However, when | arrived in the lobby, | discovered my husband and
sonindaw, who had come to tell me that our son had died that morning.

Needless to say, this was a shock, especially since he was a very healthy individual. However, he f
had a cold and the autopsy showed he had some hypertension. The coroner felt that the cold virus had
entered the electrical system of his heart, causing fibrillation and death. However, Bruce and | knew that h
had also been taking AHseltzer Plus. Several years later, this medication, along with many others, was take
off the market because it contained an ingredient that caused this kind of problem.

support of many members of Northminister, especially the Powers and the Lindsays, drew us back to the
church where we have been active members ever since. As the years have passed, the church has becon
our second family.

MEMORIAL GARDEN

The Landscape Team has great news! The drawing for the
Memorial Garden is here!

The drawing is from the awandnning BriarKyles Construction.
A full-size copy is near the Memorial Garden door. The drawing depicts
landscaping in the front of the church as well as in the Memorial Garden.

The landscaping will create a tranquil area that softens and enhances the
building but does not hide it. Some elements featured in the Social Hall area, such as boxwoods,
burning bushes, and roses, will also appear out front and in the Memorial Garden to provide
continuity and flow. Other elements will be distinct to the front/Memorial Garden, such as
flowering cherries, fragrant pines, and colorful annual beds. A fountain, located next to the stone
column, will add the soothing sound of trickling water.

The estimated cost of front/Memorial Garden landscaping is $15,000 to $20,000. The
cost of this project is higher than the Heritage Hall garden because the soil out front isfvery poor
hard clajiand will require extensive prep work. Also, ground lighting there will require the in-
stallation of a special barrier to protect it from grass clippings and mulch. The fountain will be
priced and installed separately.

Donations for the Memorial Garden will be gratefully accepted. Thus far, we have
$6,000. The Landscape Team plans to recognize donors in a Memorial Book (no amounts
specified). If making a donation in memory of a loved one, please indicate this with a note or by
using the form below.

HERITAGE SECURITY

T he Landscape Team will soon install improved signs on church property. This is the first
step being taken to address security issues at Heritage. It is very important that you know what
events have occurred that created concern for the church and our Rock Creek neighbors.

In the past, before the new additions were built, an employee was threatened by a man who came
to the door demanding money, and a brgakas later attempted. During construction of the

new additions, someone brazenly drove into the Memorial Garden and stole a pallet of landscape
pavers.

Presently, there is ggoing vandalism of church landscaping. All birdhouses were knocked off

the split rail fence along the retention pond
were found pulled apart and the pieces scattered. Barberry bushes in the Heritage Hall area have
been stomped on or damaged by bicyclists using the mounds as moguls. The retention pond is
often the site of foolishness. The police have been notified and patrols stepped up.

Beer bottles/cans and liquor bottles are found regularly on church grounds. Drug paraphernalia

and personal products have also been found. At a forum held with our Rock Creek neighbors,
participants said the parking lot is used for drinking parties at night. They find bottles, cans, and
ounmentionablesdé thrown on their property. T
during the wee hours of the morning and stay there for hours. They have made multiple calls to

the police about this activity. The dumpster has also been used for trash that clearly is not from

the church.

Speeding through the parking lot is a serious problem. Several members of Heritage have had
close calls, and this issue deeply concerns our Rock Creek neighbors as well.

In addition to improved signs, the following actions are being taken.
-Non-functioning lighting is being repaired, and the timing of lighting is being reviewed.

--Telephone cables are being tied up and raised. Information has been obtained about
protective cages for air conditioners.

--The most vulnerable area of the church is the side facing@hsite fence. The state
mowed closely to the fence this year. The Landscape Team cleaned this area out even more to
improve visibility from the road.

-1f the new signs fail as a deterrent, quotes have been obtained for other options such as a
back gate, surveillance cameras, and intrusion alarms, are being explored

Heritage has much invested in its buildings a
employees, congregation, visitors, and neighbors depend on us to make rityy a

We cannot assume that because Heritage is a church, its property will be respected. Evidence
exists that it is not. We ask, therefore, for your support as we work toward a security system that
balances the ideals of a church with the often harsh realities of this world.
